Scriptures for Sunday, January 29:  Deuteronomy 18: 15-20, 1 Corinthians 8: 1-6, Mark 1: 21-28 

Greetings in the Name of Christ! 

           I clicked on Yahoo news last night and read about a former professional football player 

that was extremely famous. His sad tale is that he is now 38 years old and over the proverbial hill, his fame 

fleeting and his fortune, an estimated $80 million, is almost gone. He is struggling to regain both. Fame and   

fortune can be fleeting, Iôm told.   

           I love reading the Gospel of Mark. It is pithy- meaning that the author of Mark gets right to the point- in 

telling the good news of Jesus Christ to the world through his account of the life of Jesus. In our text for      

Sunday, January 29th, Mark states that a man in an unclean spirit in a synagogue cried out, ñWhat do you have 

to do with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know who you are, the Holy One of 

God.ò (Mark 1:24) Because of its ópithinessô, we donôt know who the man was or (gasp) why a man with an 

unclean spirit would be in the house of God. However we can assume that the man knew where to go with the 

issue of his  unclean spirit. ñJesus rebuked him, saying, ñBe silent and come out of him. And the unclean spirit, 

convulsing him and crying out with a loud voice, came out of him.ò (Mark 26) The fact that the man met the 

óHoly One of Godô which the unclean spirit recognized as such is quite a story in itself, but what Jesus did for 

the man was something that caused a stir within the Capernaum community. ñAt once his fame spread through-

out the surrounding region of Galilee.ò (Mark 1:28)   

           We donôt often recognize óunclean spiritsô in the same way as they did in Galilee some 2000 years ago, 

but, oh my, there are most definitely óunclean spiritsô that have not only conquered peopleôs hearts and lives, 

but have conquered the media in too many cases. One only has to flip through the television channels to see  

todayôs óunclean spiritsô or check out the óunclean spiritsô that permeate too many of our kids video games or go 

óon lineô where unclean spirits can be óYahooed or Googledô. The problem, of course, is one of transference. 

When we see, hear, and even taste the óunclean spiritsô of today from the culture, like playing in a mud pit, our 

souls can become unclean, as well. It can happen innocently enough, flipping through the channels or clicking 

on a site you think is one thing, but turns out to be another altogether. In its worst form, it can begin to control 

our actions, thoughts and deeds. Regardless, should it happen, a good thing to do is what the aforementioned 

man did in Markôs story, and that is to go to Godôs house and find Christ. The ógood newsô is that God loves 

each of us and is ready, willing and able to help cleanse our souls and set us on the right track once again.  

            Many of my theological colleagues argue that the need for fame and fortune has often caused the   

downfall of many. It could also be argued that need can be attributed to an óunclean spiritô and that true        

happiness is found when we realize that any good we do that might lead to fame and fortune is only due to the 

goodness of God. When we ógive God the gloryô, the onus of the stress of striving for success is lessened and 

manageable, and we become closer to who God calls us to be. It also helps keep our souls clean and fresh, and 

our lives healthy and happy.  

            So whether youôre all washed up at age 38 and have gone through your $80 million or youôre at another 

age and stage in life, know that God loves you, and is willing to meet you where you are, in the mud, clean as 

the driven snow, or anywhere in between. It was Markôs good news then, and itôs our good news today. See you 

Sunday to talk more.

but the scripture readings that are typically read during those seasons.  Although the liturgical year follows a 12-
month cycle similar to our calendar year, the Revised Common Lectionary is a 3-year cycle of readings that are

The Lectionary cycles (creatively named by the letters A, B, and C...) highlight particular gospels; the readings in 
the first year (Year A) are taken from the Gospel of Matthew, those in the second year (or Year B) from 
the Gospel of Mark, and in the third year (or Year C) come from the Gospel of Luke. Portions of the Gospel of 
John are read throughout the Easter season and our summer months after Pentecost, and are also used for   
other seasons including Advent, Christmas, and Lent where appropriate. 

Year A begins on the first Sunday of Advent in 2013; Year B begins on the first Sunday of Advent in 2011, and 
Year C begins on the first Sunday of Advent in 2012.  As you have probably already figured out, we are currently

(seen alongside; similar) gospels.  Matthew, Mark, and Luke have much common material.  In fact, both Mat-
thew and Luke may have had the Gospel of Mark in front of them as they wrote their particular versions to the 
people they most wanted to reach.  Most scholars agree that Mark was the first Gospel written, probably be-
tween the years of 65-75 AD, when Christians were being persecuted in Rome.  This is also the time of the  disas-
trous Jewish-Roman war (66-74 AD), in which Jerusalem and Temple itself were destroyed by the Romans.
